Entry to the Gold Program Clusters
‘Giftedness refers to a student’s outstanding innate ability in one or more of the following domains: intellectual creative, socio affective or sensory motor (Gagne 2007).’ 

‘Talent refers to outstanding performance in one or more of the following fields: academic, the arts, business, leisure, social action, sports and technology Gagne 2003).’ ACT DET Policy 2007

Mild to moderately gifted students represent between 6% to 10% of the whole student population.  Profoundly gifted students represent less than 1% of the whole student population.

At Gold Creek School there are opportunities for many students under the Gold Program umbrella. 

However allocation to one of the Gold Program Identified Clusters requires nomination from two or more sources and provision of 3 or more sources of evidence including one academic to support giftedness.  Allocated students will have an Individual learning Plan developed for them.
Cluster placement will be determined following assessment of evidence by the appropriate sub school Deputy Principal and Gifted and Talented Coordinators.

	Student self nomination in writing
	Academic: NAPLAN (or ACTAP) in the top 5% to 10% band of students across Australia for the year level.

	Peer nomination in writing
	Academic: Achievement in the top 5% to10% of students in school wide ACER testing.

	
	Sport: AIS entry, ACT representative level or above

	
	Music: Performance in AMEB exams in top 5 to % 10% at advanced for age levels, membership of audition only bands and ensembles e.g. Canberra Youth Music

	
	Dance: Performance in exams and competitions e.g. top 5%  in advanced for age levels

	
	Leadership: Demonstrated high levels of initiative, confidence, ability to motivate and influence others, e.g. debating ACT Rostrum finalist, conference organiser, school captain etc.

	
	Other: Demonstrated performance and ability in other academic or creative fields in the top 5% to 10% in advanced for age levels.

	
	Early childhood: Where exams and performances are not appropriate, observation and anecdotal evidence of the child being significantly above peer development would be acceptable.
