Why reference?

It is very important to acknowledge all statements, ideas, opinions , data and conclusions that have come from other authors and sources. 
This means all books, non- books, electronic, audiovisual and graphic material.

Copying other people’s ideas is called ‘ plagiarism’ and regarded as cheating. When you are citing your sources, you should reference within your text
and then acknowledge the reference in your bibliography.

There are many different types of referencing methods  - these examples are from the Harvard system of referencing.
Where to find reference details

Check the title page and the verso ( back of the title page ) for reference details

There are two main ways to reference:
In text reference - Direct quotes
Example ( where the author is part of the sentence)

Dr Elias Kahl ( 2001, p.213) states ‘ from 42 – 40 BCE the power of Antony in the triumvirate was at its height’

Example (where the author is not part of the sentence

‘From 42-40 BCE the power of Antony within the Triumvirate was at its height ‘( Kahl 2001, p.213)

 In text reference - Indirect quotes

Example (where the author is part of the sentence)

Dr Elias Kahl (2001, p.213) concludes that Antony’s dominance of the Triumvirate peaked in the years 42 – 40 BCE.
Example (where the author is not part of the sentence)

Antony’s dominance of the Triumvirate peaked in the years 42 – 40 BCE’ (Kahl 2001, p.213)
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
