Fundraising Guidelines 2008

These guidelines are for use by staff, parents and students when considering fundraising activities or events at the school.  During 2008 the guidelines will be monitored, reviewed and formalised into a policy for submission to the Board. The guidelines have been developed in response to a need for a coordinated and coherent approach across the school which takes into account the economic circumstances of families and a streamlined K-10 calendar.  On the Primary Site consideration needs to be made in relation to working with Holy Spirit Primary School.
Pre School

While the preschools are now part of Gold Creek School, it is anticipated that the Preschool parent associations at both Nicholls and Hall will continue to operate with autonomy in making their fundraising decisions. The appropriate fundraising organiser will need to make sure operations do not clash with each other. From time to time joint fund raising may take place.
Broad Goal

Our fundraising goal for this year (and possibly the next two) will be the provision of Interactive White Boards and associated infrastructure on both the primary and senior sites. It is anticipated that most fundraising will be directed towards this. The school community will be both involved and informed about progress as the year goes by.  Students and the P&C may from time to time have other specific goals like the Year 10 formal or small P&C grants to teachers. Teachers may need to raise funds for specific small purposes. However it is anticipated that all school community members – teachers, students and parents support the spirit of our broad goal.
Charities

The school supports the development of concern and compassion for others which is embodied by the charity fundraising of the Student Representative bodies on both sites.  In order to plan coherently for the year charity fund raising is to be limited to three charities per SRC per year. SRCs need to make these decisions. The SRCs may choose to use a two year cycle when selecting charities to support.
