	Were there any characters you could get rid of or change?
	What do you think the author is trying to say through their book?

	How does the age of the main characters influence his or her actions? Would their actions be different if the main character was a boy or a girl?
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	Why did the author end the story in that way?

	Look for words or groups of words the author uses to try and convince or persuade you.

	Whose voice is not heard? How would this text be different if their voice was included?

	Try to get inside the author’s head and find out why parts of the story are included.
	Help your team notice the most exciting, interesting or puzzling parts of the story. Describe these parts of the story and explain how you feel about them.
