	Reference:  Department of Education and Training Smoke Free Workplace Policy,
Gold Creek School’s Student Development and Welfare Policy and Supporting Documentation.


Gold Creek School is committed to fulfilling its Occupational, Health and Safety responsibilities to provide a safe and healthy working environment for its staff and students. There is now clear evidence that active and passive smoking causes a range of serious illnesses and in some cases, death. To ensure students and staff are protected from the harmful effects of active and passive smoking Gold Creek School is a smoke free environment and encourages all members of the school to embrace healthy choices by educating students and offering support to  students in dealing with addiction to nicotine.
Under ACT government legislation smoking on the grounds of all ACT public schools is prohibited.

· STUDENTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO SMOKE OR BE IN THE POSSESSION OF CIGARETTES AT GOLD CREEK SCHOOL.

· STUDENTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO HAVE CIGARETTES AT GOLD CREEK SCHOOL.

The smoke free policy for the school is one that adopts both an educational and deterrent approach.  The first of the consequences outlined are those for the health of the smoker, these consequences are pointed out on the first instance that a student is caught smoking.
The consequences for smoking are:

	1st Offence 
	The teacher who catches the smoker writes the students name in the timeout folder for Thursday lunch time timeout in the usual way PLUS records it on the SMOKING REGISTER record sheet in the same folder and contacts the student parents/carers. This conversation must be noted and put on the student file. During the Thursday lunchtime detention the School Nurse will provide students with a ‘Smoking Cessation’ Program.

If the student fails to complete the lunchtime detention, an afternoon detention will be given.

	2nd Offence
	The teacher who catches the smoker writes the students name in the timeout folder for Thursday lunch time in the usual way PLUS records it on the SMOKING REGISTER record sheet in the folder and contacts the student parents/carers. This conversation must be noted and put on the student file. During the Thursday lunchtime detention the School Nurse will provide students with a ‘Smoking Cessation’ Program
If the student fails to complete the lunchtime timeout and ‘Smoking Cessation’ Program* they will be suspended from school.

	3rd and Further Offences
	Suspension from school.  Parent/carer attend interview on student’s return to school to complete a (Blue) Re-entry Agreement with the Deputy Principal and School Nurse.


	*The ‘Smoking Cessation’ Program takes a harm minimisation approach to educating students about the risks of smoking as well as giving strategies and support to reduce and quit smoking.
